From Our Minister

In the Interim . . .

I hope you had a good summer. | understand that it was cooler
than usual here. It was cool and rainy in Southeastern Ohio
where Holly and | were. | return rested, rejuvenated, and excited
to be beginning a new church with you, a year that holds great
promise for the future of the Unitarian Universalist Society of
lowa City!

What are our tasks for this coming year? This second transitional
year? | spoke to this in the service on August 23, and I'd like to
share it with you.

This is a year of discernment. A year when you face the questions,
Who are we, where do we want to go? And who might walk that
path with us?

What is the purpose of a congregation? What are we doing
here together? One theologian puts it this way: “The religious
community exists by mission as fire exists by burning.” Stephen
Carver, in his book, Boards that Make a Difference, speaks simply
of mission. “How would the world be different,” he asks, “if
your mission were being fulfilled?” How will we, lowa City, and
the world be different as you are more successful in working
together as a religious community?

I hope that we will come together even more profoundly
to deepen and clarify our faith. Why are we Unitarian
Universalists? What does our faith mean to us individually? And
what does it mean to this diverse congregation? This is a multi-
faith congregation, as are most UU congregations, made up
of atheists, non-theists and theists, Christians and pagans, the
certain, the confused and the questing.

We don’t agree on everything - we’re not creedal. But we are
covenantal. What do we want to do together? I'll be leading
some workshops on this topic, and will work with the Ministerial
Search Committee as they endeavor to create a profile to share
with ministers in search. And | look forward to working with you
in this important year in the life of UUSIC.

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Religious Education News
Neighboring Faiths Returns

This summer | went off to camp. Ill call it yoga camp. | have
been doing what | call “punch-card yoga” for years, showing up
at a class here and there when there is an opening in my week.
Given the benefits I've witnessed after a yoga session, | decided
to develop a more consistent practice that | could keep up at
home. So off | went to a retreat center in the lush green swells
of the Poconos. There, | practiced breathing - smoothly and
diaphragmatically - my favorite position the crocodile, lying on
my stomach with a cushion rolled under my armpits. (A good way
to get coaxed into any yoga session.) | also practiced meditation,
studied yoga sutras, and tried neti potting (a practice of clearing
the nostrils with saline solution that | would recommend done
privately). Since I've been back, I've managed to keep up my
yoga in the mornings. | hope the sense of wellbeing that | might
gain with a regular practice will not only benefit me but my
creative efforts, work, and those | come in contact with.

In any other tradition, | might not share about my yogic pursuits,
but luckily I'm a Unitarian Universalist. In our Principles and
Purposes, we say we are a living tradition that draws from the
wisdom of many sources. In a recent re-drafting of the Purposes
and Principles (which was not passed at General Assembly),
the Commission on Appraisal expounds on this diversity fully,
including: the teachings of the Judaic and Christian heritages that
we are rooted in, Humanism, earth-centered spiritual traditions,
Eastern religions, mysticism, theism, skepticism, naturalism, and
process thought, as well as feminist and liberation theologies,
direct experiences of mystery and wonder, beauty and joy,
the creative power of the arts, the guidance of reason, and
the lessons of the sciences. Why all this diversity? Inherent to
Unitarian Universalism is the belief that while we have shared
values, people and their life experiences are different, and what
they find as inspiration and truth at any one time. We encourage
people to explore their own spiritual path. In the picturebook,
Unitarian Universalism is a Really Long Name, Jennifer Dant
explains our sources in this kid-friendly way: “Every religion has
its own important teachers . . .Unitarian Universlists learn from
the wise teachers of many religions and from Unitarians and
Universalists who came before us. We also learn from teachers
today. New lessons and ideas are all around us. As we grow up
and explore all of these, we find our own truths.”

Some say this lack of concentrated focus in Unitarian Universalism
is a weakness. And there is some truth to this. As a religious
education director, | continually encounter the same anxious
questions around what Unitarian Universalists believe and how
we explain ourselves as a religion. | remember one year when
our 5th - 6th graders were studying a curriculum on Neighboring
Faiths, they visited the neighboring synagogue, Agudas Achim.
They had been awed by the stories and sacred objects the
children of Agudas Achim had eagerly and proudly shared with
them, and were embarrassed upon coming up empty-handed
when asked what they believe. There it was, the wake-up call
that our reluctance to state our beliefs explicitly meant that our
children didn’t have much of a Unitarian Universalist identity.
It got us searching for stories of real people - some long-ago,
some modern day UUs that our young people could relate
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to and admire, like Christopher Reeves in the curriculum UU
Superheroes. It got us dusting off the Bibles from the archives
of the RE bookshelves, to understand, if not reclaim, some of
our Judeo-Christian past. It got us lighting a chalice, our sacred
object, in every class and telling the simple proud story of how
our Unitarian Universalist Service Committee used the symbol
as a secret sign - painted on doors and in alleyways - to help
people find safety from the Nazis in World War Il. We took a
more hands-on approach to teaching the Principles, engaging in
social service and action projects. It got us talking in our youth
groups about why we are Unitarian Universalists - in the form
of elevator speeches, with only three minutes before reaching
the ground floor - what it was that got into our bones and
stuck. | believe these were all important developments. At the
yoga retreat center, they taught the importance of loving and
respecting the one’s practice and its heritage. And this is exactly
what we had discovered we needed to do in RE.

Now, we will have classes focusing on neighboring faiths again.
But this time we’ve chosen to start with our older, more mature
children, our youth. Both junior and senior highs will venture
out to engage in activities and learning with peers in other
traditions. But this time, we know to make sure the focus of their
exploration always comes back to the Unitarian Universalist.
| have a sense that just as our young people venturing off to
neighboring faiths in the past brought enrichment to our religious
education program, there will be more treasures to gain. Now,
back to my crocodile pose.

This summer’s youth-led children’s program, Dr. Seuss and
UU, was a success. Here, participants cooperate in building a
tower taller than their teachers.

CREATING A CARING COMMUNITY

One often hears from newcomers as well as folks who've been
around forever that UUSIC is a friendly, caring congregation.
Our commitment to one another’s unique spiritual growth and
wellbeing is, after all, a lot of what our particular journey of
faith is about. We'd like to think that our Pastoral Care Team
contributes significantly to the feeling of belonging and being
cared for that is prevalent in our Society. At the start of this
new church season, we’d like to remind you about the Pastoral
Care Team - what it is and what it does.

The Pastoral Care Team’s Mission: Based on the Unitarian
Universalist principle that affirms and celebrates the inherent
worth and dignity of every person, our goal is to provide a
ministry of support, hope, and caring, so that no one connected
to our congregation need feel alone. To accomplish this we
meet in a closed monthly meeting to discuss the needs of

our congregation and our efforts to meet those needs. We
work closely with and support the minister, and coordinate our
efforts with UniCare.

We respect every person’s right to privacy and confidentiality,
letting people know when we are talking with them in our role
as a representative of the Pastoral Care Team, so they may
speak to us with that assurance. Support is provided as needed
and desired, and we take care not to intrude or interfere. Our
purpose is to provide sensitive and empathic support - we
don’t fix problems - though we may provide appropriate
referrals if requested. For persons with health challenges we
offer a lending service of medical equipment (walkers, canes,
crutches, shower stools, grab bars, stool booster, wheelchair).
If you would like to offer the use of such equipment to bolster
our library, please let us know.

If you or someone you know might be in need of some caring
support from our church community, call Tyler in the church
office and someone will contact you (319-337-3443, admin@
uusic.org). Sometimes just knowing there is someone who
cares is enough to make a difference.

What's Happening? --- Then (1959) and Now (2009)

A half century ago, when we called ourselves the First Unitarian Society, Board Secretary Virginia Stamler recorded the
congregation’s vote to support the merger of the Unitarians and Universalists. Later our name was changed to reflect this decision.

Pledge income in 1959 of $8,475.00 was supplemented by funds raised by the Women’s Alliance and rent from the former
parsonages on Woodlawn Drive and at 10 S. Gilbert, where Worthley Building now stands. Bill Eginton, Chair of the House
Committee, reported on the need for a new boiler and other building problems.

Although we lacked both a superintendent and teachers as the year began, work was underway to revitalize the Sunday school
program for the 110 children enrolled. Plans to hire a babysitter for Sunday mornings involved an expected cost of $6 per month.

In addition to the Women’s Alliance, with its “program combining study, money-making, and sociability,” other congregational
activities in 1959 included the Men’s Club, which met for dinner and a program six times that year, and the Fireside Club, a long-
standing program and discussion group for college students that followed a Sunday evening meal each week during the academic
year. All male church members served on the Ushering Committee! Co-chair Susan Boyd reported on the success and problems

of the Sunday morning Coffee Hour, which had become an every-week occurrence by 1959. However, our minister, Khoren
Arisian, bemoaned the fact that the coffee hour had not proven to be a good “forum for genuine debate” and urged formation of a
discussion club.

As we begin our 2009-2010 church year, we note the many differences in our society, beyond the change in our name, the addition
of Worthley House, and the increase in our annual budget. The Women’s Alliance and the Fireside Club are gone, but the Sunday
Coffee Hour endures, and the Worthley Evenings that evolved from the Men’s Club continue to be held several times each year.

Notable changes include the wide variety of programs and activities available at UUSIC:
«Social Justice activities, particularly our participation in Free Lunch and our financial support of community agencies
through our operating budget and donations at every Sunday service
- Green Sanctuary efforts to make our buildings more Earth-friendly
«Worship Associates, who share responsibility with the minister for Sunday morning services and provide high quality
summer services
« Unicare, Pastoral Care, Covenant Groups, and Circles of Support, reflecting our ever-growing awareness of the
importance of supporting one another, especially in times of need
- Interweave, which provides social activities, education, and support for the GLBT community and for all of us who are
part of this Welcoming Congregation
+ Groups for Buddhists and Secular Humanists in our midst
« Full participation in the Consultation of Religious Communities
+The Endowment Fund, which helps to ensure our society’s long-term financial well-being
« A thriving Lifelong Religious Education Program that includes children’s classes and activities, as well as an active teen
group, and Welcome Home Wednesday dinners, worship, and classes for adults.
